RIZZITANO TRIUMPHS AT WEST
SUBURBAN WINTER GRAND PRIX

IM Jim Rizzitano of Worcester scored 33-3
to win the Open section of the 4th West Sub-
urban Winter Grand Prix on January 31-Feb-
ruary 1. Rizzitano crisply defeated Jim Ander-
son of Quincy in the first round, edged Murray
Turnbull in a complicated struggle in the sec-
ond round, dumped co-leader Alan Shaw in
the third round, and cemented his victory with
a ll-move Four Knights' Defense draw with
John Curde in the finale. Curdo took clear
second with 3-1; he conceded a draw to Eric
Rosen of Sudbury in the first round. Alan Shaw,
by losing to Turmbull in the final round, missed
his chance to tie Curdo. Turnbull, Anderson,
and Rosen shared third with 24-13%, with Ander-
son and Rosen also splitting the Under-2200
prize.

Gary Cote of Norwich CT,
Southbury CT, Brad Merrill
and William G. Michael of West Bridgewater
all tied at 3-1 to share first in the Premier
(Under 2100) section. Frank Harvey of Framing-
ham and Mike Cornish of Andover CT battled
to a protracted final-round draw to share first
in the Amateur (Under 1800) section, with
five players, including unrated William Upping-
ton of Brookline, sharing 3rd-4th prizes. David
Vigorito of Lexington won the Reserve (Under
1500) section with 3-1, edging out James Foley
of Leavittown NY and John Richard of Water-
town. The low G0-player turnout was actually
a relief to the club's officers, who had predic-
ted a far worse turnout in light of another
tournament in Portland ME, a Boris Spassky
simul 15 miles away, and a heavy snowstorm
